pale brown to red. In Europe, all

Reddish crayfish with contrasting black
wedge on dorsal abdomen. Claws are slender

and covered with both dark and white
tubercles

Found in shallow flowing
water, swamps and ponds

Procambarus acutus

Narrow claws with dark
and white tubercles
