All marbled crayfish are female and
reproduce asexually. The marbled

pattern covers the whole body, but is
most visible on the lighter body parts

Small to medium sized crayfish
(6-10cm). Rarely longer than

Invasive species resulting from a
natural mutation in an individual

belonging to the species
Procambarus fallax.

 Only a few populations have
been recorded in Belgium

Greenish, beige or brownish crayfish with a
marbled pattern on the whole body, including

claws. Relatively small claws.
